PONTEFRACT CAMERA CLUB (founded 1920)
CLUB RULES AND CONSTITUTION
1. The name of the club shall be ‘The Pontefract & District Camera Club’
2. The object of the club shall be to further the interests of all aspects of
photography.
3. The club shall be administered by a committee, consisting of Officers selected by
the members at an Annual General Meeting.
4. The officers shall consist of:
A President who shall serve for a period of two years, following two years in the office of Vice President. The President’s duties shall consist of presiding at meetings and in addition fulfilling the office of Chairman.
A Vice President, elected bi-annually, who shall become President after two years.
A General Secretary, who shall be elected annually.
A Treasurer, who shall be elected annually.
A Competition Secretary, who shall be elected annually.
A Portrait Secretary, who shall be elected annually.
A Delegate to the Yorkshire Photographic Union, who shall be elected annually.
A Projectionist, who shall be elected annually.
A Social Secretary, who shall be elected annually.
5. All officers shall form the Club Committee, which shall meet from time to time,
as and when necessary. The Committee is empowered to co-opt other members
with specialist knowledge up to a maximum of three.
6. There shall be the following classes of membership:
Full Member
Junior and/or Student Member
Senior Member
Honorary Life Member
All Full Members, Senior Members and Honorary Life Members shall be entitled to vote at meetings.

Senior Members and Junior/Student members shall pay a reduced subscription. Honorary Life Members shall pay no subscription.

7. Subscriptions shall become due on the first day of January each year. The amount
shall be determined by the Treasurer in consultation with the membership at the
Annual General Meeting.
8. The Annual General Meeting shall be held before 31st March each year. The
committee shall be empowered to convene an Extraordinary General Meeting in
exceptional circumstances.
9. There shall be no automatic right of membership and the membership of any
individual shall be at the discretion of the committee.
10. No event shall take place in the Club’s name without the prior approval of the
committee.
11. All trophies presented to competition winners shall be cleaned and returned at
least one week prior to the competition for which they are awarded.
12. The Club shall publish a Syllabus in which will appear details of all club
meetings. The Syllabus shall be available to all classes of members at no cost.
13. The Club shall reimburse, through the Treasurer, all members and non-members
who have a valid claim against its funds. Such claims shall include the Secretary’s
expenses, speaker’s expenses and expenses of members who make equipment
available to the Club. The Treasurer shall have discretion in payment of expenses.
14. Alterations to the Club Rules shall only be made at a general meeting, the time
and venue of which has been previously notified to all members either in the
syllabus or in writing.
15. In the event that the Club ceases to exist, all the assets of the Club will be donated
to the Yorkshire Photographic Union for disposal and/or distribution among other
Clubs within the union.
16. These rules shall supersede all previous rules enacted in the name of the Club,
